QUARTER BOTTLE - Jacob’s Creek Shiraz Cabernet 2011   €6 

A quality blend of Shiraz & Cabernet Sauvignon grapes to create a medium bodied wine with ripe 

berry fruit flavours. 

 

Les Antiques, 2012        €16 

Region – Côtes du Rhône, France 

A combination of grape varieties, the Côtes du Rhône is a fine, aromatic and subtle wine with spicy 

flavours.  Best with red meat, pasta dishes or soft cheeses. 

 

Domaine Peiriere Merlot, 2014      €24 

Region – Languedoc 

Smooth , velvety and full-bodied with excellent dark fruit flavours. 

 

Rioja Crianza, Luis Canas, 2011      €36 

Region – Rioja, Spain 

Grape Variety - Tempranillo 

Elegant, full-flavoured wine with supple dark cherry fruits, hints of sweet oak, and a beautifully 

smooth finish. 

 

 

Ripassa della Valpolicella Superiore, Zenato 2009    €48 

Region – Veneto, Italy 

Luscious dark brooding black fruits, with a barely contained corset of spicy tannins. Wonderfully 

ripe and inviting.

QUARTER BOTTLE - Jacob’s Creek Semillon Chardonnay 2011  €6 

A quality blend of Semillon and Chardonnay grapes to create a light to medium bodied wine with 
fresh fruit flavours. 
 

Pinot Grigio Garganega, San Giorgio 2012     €22 

Region – Verona, Italy 
Grape Variety – Pinot Grigio and Garganega 
Made from a blend of two local grapes, this wine offers clean spring-fresh pure green fruits, and a 
lip-smacking dry mineral finish.  Light in body but with plenty of flavour, this wine outclasses most 
Pinot Grigio. 
 

Cote du Rhone Blanc, St. Esprit, 2013     €30 

A lovely blend of Grenache Blanc, Clairette, Bourboulenc and Viogner. The aromoa is reminiscent of 

white flowers and yellow fruit, enhanced by exotic and citrus fruit 

 

Sauvignon de Touraine, Le Grand Vincent, 2012    €35 

Region – Touraine, France 
Grape Variety – 100% Sauvignon 
Crisp and lively white wine with fresh fruit flavours; blackcurrant & ripe green fruits. It is a 
medium-bodied and fruity on the palate, with a good length and minerality.  
 
 
Chablis Domaine le Verger, 2013      €42 
 
Demure notions of yellow apple and citrus blossoms tease the nose; then on the palate it's minerality 
galore with green and yellow apple fruit chiseled from a wall of marine rocks and shells. Lip-
smacking, precise, citrus-y finish. Good with fish. 

  



Champagne & Prosecco 

Cá del Console Prosecco        €25 
 
Ca’ del Console Prosecco Extra Dry from Botter, Veneto. A classic Prosecco with aromas of white 
peach, pear and flowers. The palate is fresh, not too dry and clean as a whistle all the way through to 
the sparking finish. 
 
 
Champagne  De Nauroy a Reims                                     €55 
 
A fine lively Champagne with a fine mousse, pure ripe apple fruits overlaid with refreshing citrus 

notes. A carefully selected blend of 15% chardonnay, 48% pinot meunier and 37%, this champagne is 

a perfectly mature, beautiful expression of champagne.  Enjoy as an aperitif and it goes wonderfully 

with white meats and poultry.
